o Participants included student leaders from various school clubs.

e National Honor Society (NHS) Group Event scheduled for February 19, 2026.
o Purpose:
=  Strengthen collaboration between school and families
= Support Parent University initiatives
= Increase family engagement
=  Promote resiliency through relationship-building
o Babysitting services will be arranged at SES to allow more parents to attend.
o CTE guest speakers will be invited.
e A new student initiative titled “How to organize and Plan Your Day” has been implemented.
o Students are required to use their student planners daily to document schedules, assignments,
and future activities.

a. SAC Vision and Mission

b. Revisiting and Expanding SAC Goals
The following goals were discussed and proposed:

1. Increase SAC meeting attendance to a minimum of 30 participants.
2. Ensure representation from all stakeholder groups, including students, staff, and teachers.
3. Develop a digital platform for community feedback, including:
o Google Form
o QR code access
o Digital suggestion box
4. Increase community involvement, including reaching out to local Sasebo organizations.
o Discussion focused on whether SAC can facilitate community engagement.
o Alist of contacts from CFAS base will be explored to tap into military community resources.
Open Forum
1. Pacific Regional Council Inquiry
o Jude Cutler asked about opportunities to connect with student leadership from other DoDEA
schools in the Pacific region.
o Ms. Gamble and Ms. Johnson clarified that the Pacific Regional Council primarily serves as a
platform for information sharing and updates, rather than collaboration among student leaders.
2.  Wi-Fi on School Buses
o It was stated that providing Wi-Fi on school buses is not feasible due to contractual limitations
and high costs.
3. Use of EJ King Logo by Local Business
o A concern was raised regarding a local business selling merchandise with the EJ King logo,
potentially conflicting with PTO efforts.
o Ms. Gamble consulted with the DoDEA legal team, who confirmed that EJ King does not hold a
trademark, making the sale permissible.
o Families may choose freely whether or not to purchase the merchandise.
4. Academic Support for Student Athletes
o Claira Wiltraut requested additional academic or study time for athletes.
o A proposal was made for a coach-sponsored study hall, possibly on Mondays, to help students
catch up after weekend travel.
5. Student Planner Enhancement
o A suggestion was made to include a periodic table in next year’s student planner.
6. Schedule and Tardiness Concerns
o Tucker raised concerns regarding frequent tardiness and suggested a schedule change.
o Ms. Gamble stated that additional data collection is needed before changes can be considered.
o The current master schedule cannot be changed at this time.
o Ms. Locker recommended tracking attendance and tardiness trends.
